             Installation Procedure and Certification Users Manual© (For Direct Light System)
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Preparation:

GOAL:
Prepare the work area to be free of all objects and breakables.  

Step 1               Remove all items on or around the fire pit so you have plenty of room to work.

Step 2              With a heavy gage drop cloth or tarp cover the area of the fire pit to prevent any damage.  This will also provide an area in which to set up tools, supplies and product.

Cleaning Procedures:
GOAL:
Is to prepare the fire pit by removing all accessories and debris from interior of the fire pit.
Step 1             Using gloves, brush, dust pan, trash can or trash bags remove and dispose of all logs, ash, rock, sand, iron grate and any other debris from inside the fire pit.

Step 2             Remove if any, existing burner pan and pipes from inside the fire pit.  If there is no burner pan or pipes and outlet is simply caped off be sure that the gas valve is in the OFF position before removing cap.  Do not attempt to remove cap without backing up the pipe outlet with a pipe wrench or vise grips.

 (Note: It is very important that you use a dust mask when cleaning or sweeping out the fire pit to prevent any inhalation of harmful dust.)

Step 3              At this time remove all trash and bagged items away from your work 

                       area.
Step 4
Note:  (For Propane Applications)  
Cracks or openings must be sealed with cement or fire-proof caulking to prevent escape of heavy propane gas.
Plumbing Process:
GOAL:
Our objective is to obtain a safe and direct path of gas to the fire pit ring burner while ensuring that the burner is properly centered and free of any gas leaks or whistles.

Step 1            Clean off threads to inlet pipe and apply yellow gas tape to the threads in a clockwise rotation. 
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Step 2            Using rigid gas pipe, install piping from inlet pipe to burner ring location.  (may need to obtain correct length of pipe and fittings to accommodate burner location and height)
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Step 3
If desired burner ring height is over 4 inches from fire pit floor, fill remaining space with white marble rock material. 
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Glass Pouring Process:
GOAL:

Our goal is to provide proper shape and height of glass for maximum burning efficiency and to present a beautiful looking flame.

(NOTE:  When installing colored glass with a clear base be sure and leave 2 to 3 inches of space on top. This area will be filled with colored glass.)
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Step 1            When pouring glass into the fire pit, start by pouring the glass between the burner pipes to assure that the burner does not accidentally shift positions. 

Step 2            Try to pour the glass low and slow to prevent any splashing.
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Step 3            Glass level should always be at 4 inches above the burner pipe for Natural Gas and no more than 2 inches for Propane.  
Step 4            After pouring desired amount of glass and or color, make sure that the glass is shaped and leveled out properly.
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Step 5            Take your brush across the top of the glass in a light sweeping motion from side to side to clean off all dust.  This will make your glass sparkle and shine.

Step 6             Light the torch and place your flame at the top of the front slope of glass and slowly turn the gas valve open.  After the flame has ignited, adjust your flame up and down to make sure that the flame is nice and even with no whistling.
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Clean-up Process:
GOAL:

Our goal is to return the area to its original if not cleaner condition and to prevent leaving any tools and or supplies behind.

Process:

Collect and return all tools to your tool bag/box.  Remove the brown paper and tape from the work area.  Place the used paper in the trash can or in the center of the tarp. Fold in the sides of the tarp inward to ensure any loose glass or debris remains in the tarp. Continue to fold into the center and remove with all other unused supplies and tool, bags or boxes.  

Use the brush, dustpan, rags and vacuum to remove any glass dust or other matter that was outside the tarp area as required.  Return any items previously removed from the area back to its original location.

Customer Orientation:
Process:

Always use a gas match or long wooden match to light your Fire on Ice®.  The match should always be lit and placed near or on the front of the Fire on Ice® granules prior to opening the gas valve.  The torch should never be placed into the firebox any further than the end of the metal barrel closest to the trigger.  Slowly open the gas valve by turning the key to the left or counter clockwise.  The rising gas from the burner will ignite within 1-2 seconds.  Once the gas has ignited, release the torch trigger and withdraw the torch from the firebox.  Open the gas valve to the desired flame or comfort level.  It is strongly recommended that you increase the flame level until an acceptable level is accomplished.  Close the gas valve by turning the key clockwise until it is securely closed.  The flame will continue to burn until all the gas in the Fire on Ice® granules has burned off.  The surface glass will remain hot for approximately 15-20 minutes.  The only maintenance that should ever be required is a seasonal dusting with a standard feather duster.
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
